Danny Mees Rosenbaum, 87, of Columbus, went home to heaven on January
14, 2015. Dan was born in Pomeroy, Ohio, on February 23, 1927, to the late
Arthur Henry and Alma Elizabeth (Mees) Rosenbaum.

He was a principal
chemist at Battelle for 6 years and retired from Rockwell International as an
engineering supervisor after 29 years. Dan co-authored over a dozen
technical articles and was the co-holder of one patent. An active member of
North Community Lutheran Church for over 60 years, Dan served in many
capacities, from Sunday School teacher to chairman of the congregation. He
