Falling Rock." Uncle Frank tried to convince me Falling Rock was
the name of an Indian maiden and an Indian Chief placed the road
signs in a attempt to find his love.

But | rejoice that
Uncle Frank is reunited with the love of his life, Aunt Peggy, and
also with his parents, brothers and sisters. They are probably talking
about the tough, but good times on the Fletcher Farm in Princeton
WVa.
