He
eventually opened 19 bookstores as he spread the love of books across the
state of Ohio. George also founded and opened six Cookstores and two
Gaylord’s Bath, Bed and Linen stores.

George was a voracious reader and a fiercely loyal O.S.U. football fan. He
loved to fish, dance and cook. He was known for his warmth, interest in
others, intelligence, wit and his trademark one-liners, but it was his love of life
and family that defined him. He was truly a gift from God.
