May 27, 2015. She was born on January 30, 1929 in Rome, Mississippi. She
was preceded in death by her brother Agnew, of Rome, Mississippi. Survived
by her sister, Lillian Morgan, of Charleston, Mississippi, son John (Sandra) of
Floyd, Virginia, son Curtis, daughter Ellen (Peter), son Justin (Deborah) of
Columbus along with grandchildren Samuel, Olivia, Ashley and Andrew. Born
in the rural South, Myra always stressed the importance of education in her
own life as well as in the lives of her children and her grandchildren. Myra
earned a Bachelors Degree in Music Education from the Mississippi State
College for Women and a Master’s Degree from Indiana University (IU). Myra
had the distinction of being the first woman accepted into the doctoral
candidacy program at the Music Conservatory at IU. Later in life as a single
parent, Myra earned a Bachelor’s Degree in Accounting from Franklin
University. For forty two years, Myra served as Music and Artistic Director at
The First Unitarian Universalist Church in Columbus. Myra worked tirelessly
and brought joy to countless members and friends by her beautiful
interpretations of the piano works of Chopin, Beethoven, Mozart and many
others along with the meticulous presentation of fine art for exhibitions and
shows.
